Guidelines for the Botanix Funds Requests

During Colorado Master Gardener program in El Paso County closure, moneys from the account may be applied for in the following manner: a funding request form shall be submitted with the name of the requestor, the organization with which the requestor is affiliated, the amount of the funds requested, the purpose of the funds requested, and explanation of how the funds will meet the goals of Botanix. Funds must be used to further the fundamental purpose of the Corporation (as stated in the Articles of Incorporation).
Funds must be used to further the fundamental goals of the Botanix (as stated in the Articles of Incorporation), in support of horticultural educational efforts for residents of El Paso County. 

Requests will be submitted to any member of Botanix. Emailed request forms are preferred, but hard copy forms may be sent to botanixcorp@gmail.com. Requests for funding will be voted on by the Board of Directors at their voting session.

Examples of possible appropriate expenditures include, but are not limited to, the following: materials for any nonprofit organization providing horticulture education to citizens of El Paso County, speaker fees for nonprofit educational organizations who want to provide a public program with a noted speaker, equipment and plants for demo gardens continuing to be maintained and staffed by former Master Gardeners (under their new title), program needs (printing handouts, fact sheets, etc) for any classes/workshops being delivered by former Master Gardeners (under their new title) either for free or as a fundraiser for the Botanix fund, and internal operational expenses that Botanix members have to efficiently communication with former Master Gardeners. 
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
